You call to
your husband in the next room,
asking where your co-translator was
going. No answer. Strange. You walk
into the next room and cannot
believe what your eyes are seeing.
Your husband is slumped back in his
chair with an axe hanging from the
back of his head. Someone has tried
to murder him! He dies in your arms
four hours later.
